Under English dcmination frcm 1759 to 1867 
urbangrowthstayedwithin the limits of the 
site, and so thecityfannedouttwd the 
westallthewayto the ramparts built in 
1720 by Gaspard Chaussegros de L&y. 

The construction of a citadel at the far 
southeast end of Cap-aux-Diamants by the 
engineer Elias Durnford frcm 1819 to 1831 4 
the expansion of the system of fortifications 
to cover the city's entireperimeterwerein 
keeping with the original spatial organization 
of the city and gave the city its current 
topographical.features. Quebec is an early 
example of urban heritage conservation with 
the action of Iord Dufferin, who, fram 1875 
to 1880 took a stand against the danolition 
of the fortifications which, from a strategic 
standpoint, had becune useless. He.simply had 
newgatesto the citvcutinto them. Frcmthe 
be!qinrling of the 2othcentury#andsowell 
before being classified as a historic monumert 
in 1957, the fortified walls of Quebec were 
tintainedbyCanadiangoverrnnentfunds. 

At present, the 135 hectares which make up 
Quebec's historic district (accounting for 
5% of the city's total surface area) benefit 
from very extensive legal protection (deci- 
sions of August 22, 1963 and-March 16, 1983). 

Theoldestguarters arelocated in thelcwer 
City in the vicinity of the Place Rqale, 
whichalongwith IzherueNotreDameislined 
with old 17th and 18th century houses. Notre- 
Dame-de+Victoires Church which was built 
starting in 1688 according to Claude Raillif's 
plansandwhichwasburneddownduringthe 
siege of 1759, was rebuilt during the English 
dcmination. 

In theUpper City, the conventsof theJesuits 
(1625), the Recollets (1629) and the Ursuli- 
nes (1642) along with the ,Wninary (1663) 
have not retained their original form: 
However, despite the vicissitudes of history 
(siege of 1759, great fires of the 18th and 
19th centuries.) they have kept some of the ori- 
ginalelemants.Of the sevenhundredold 
civil or religious buildings remaining, 2% 
dateback to the17thcentury, 9% dateback 
to the18thcenturyand 43% backtothe first 
half of the19th century.
